Prior to performing intravenous (IV) therapy, Kentucky programs of nursing are required to include specific information in the curriculum.  This education and training shall be obtained through:
(a) A written instructional program and a competency validation mechanism that includes a process for evaluation and documentation of an LPN’s demonstration of the knowledge, skills, and abilities related to the safe administration of IV therapy. 
(b) The education and training programs are based on "Policies and Procedures for Infusion Nursing” and "Infusion Nursing: Standards of Practice" and include the following components:
 
· Technology and clinical applications;
· Fluid and electrolyte balance;
· Pharmacology and vesicants;
· Infection control;
· Transfusion therapy;
· Parenteral nutrition; and
· Legal aspects based on KRS Chapter 314
